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Eligibility

All Toastmasters who are members in good standing of the Club in which they are competing are eligible
to compete. The Club also must be in good standing. New, dual, or reinstated members must have dues
and membership application current with Toastmasters International.

The following are ineligible to compete:

e incumbent International Officers and Directors



« District Officers (Governor, any Lieutenant Governor, Secretary, Treasurer, Public Relations Officer,
Division and Area Governors) whose terms expire June 30

¢ International Officer and Director candidates

¢« Immediate Past District Governors

* District Officers or announced candidates for the term beginning the upcoming July 1

¢ presenters of educational sessions at the Area, Division, and District event at which the contest will
be held

¢ an individual may not be a judge at any level for a contest in which they are still competing

The Topic

All contestants will receive the same topic, which shall be of a general nature, and shall speak for two
minutes. The topic shall be of reasonable length, shall not require a detailed knowledge and should lead
to an opinion or conclusion.

Timing
Timing begins with the first definite verbal or non-verbal communication with the audience.

Green light at 1 minute for 30 seconds. Yellow light at 1 minute 30 seconds for 30 seconds. Red light
at 2 minutes and remains on until speech concluded (there will be no signal (e.g. buzzer) for going
overtime. If you speak for less than one minute or more than two minutes 30 seconds, you will be
disqualified.

Judging Criteria

« Speech development - 30%
Opening, body, close, organisation, smoothness
« Effectiveness - 25%
Logic, directness, enthusiasm, achievement of purpose
* Physical - 15%
This relates to your appearance and body language
e Voice - 15%
Voice volume and flexibility
e Language - 15%
Appropriate to speech, purpose and audience, used good grammar, pronunciation and word
selection

Ask the Sgt-at-Arms to escort all but the first Contestant from the room.

Invite the First Contestant to the lectern.

O Introduce the speaker as follows:

o State the contestants name, the topic, the topic and the contestants name

After asking the question, be seated and await the Contestant to end his/her comments.
Lead the applause and go quickly to the lectern, shake the Contestant's hand and thank him/her.

Ask the Timer to notify you when One Minute has elapsed.

After being notified that one minute has elapsed, ask the Sgt-at-Arms to bring the next Contestant

into the room.

Repeat the procedure used for Contestant #1.

When the last Contestant has completed his/her comments and left the lectern, ask the Chief
Judge to signal you when all ballots have been collected.

When the Chief Judge indicates all ballots have been collected and left the room with the
Counters, lead the audience in a round of applause for the Contestants excellent performances.

Call each contestant back to the lectern to ‘interview’ them and present the participation
certificates. [Note - you may have used the biographical information form to gather some
background information on the contestants. A copy of the form is attached in this manual]

Repeat the above process until all contestants have been interviewed and presented with
Certificates of Participation.

By now, the judges should have returned with the result. You can make your final comments
and hand over to the Chief Judge to announce the winners and present the prizes.

JUDGING CRITERIA

SPEECH DEVELOPMENT is the way the speaker puts ideas together so the audience can understand
them. The Table Topics response is structured around a purpose, and this structure must include an
opening, body and conclusion. The response is supported by relevant examples and illustrations, facts
and figures if appropriate, and is delivered smoothly.

EFFECTIVENESS is your subjective judgment of how the response came across. Were you able to
determine the speaker’s purpose? Did the speech relate directly to the given question or topic? Was
the response clearly and logically presented?

PHYSICAL presentation of the response carries part of the responsibility for effective communication.
The speaker's appearance should reinforce his or her response. Body language should support points
through gestures, expressions and body positioning.

VOICE is the sound that carries the message. It should be flexible, moving from one pitch level to
another for emphasis, and should have a variety of rare and volume. A good voice can be clearly heard
and the words easily understood.

LANGUAGE refers to the choice of words that relate to the response. Language should promote clear
understanding of thoughts and should fit the occasion precisely. Proper use of grammar and correct
pronunciation will show that the speaker is the master of the wards being used.

JUDGE'S CODE OF ETHICS

1. Judges will consciously avoid bias of any kind in selecting first, second and third-place contestants.
They will not consider any contestant’s club, area division or district affiliation. Nor will they
consider any contestant’s age, sex, race, creed, national origin, profession or political beliefs. They
will demonstrate the utmost objectivity.

2. Judges will nor time the speeches and will nor consider the possibility of under-rime or overtime
when judging a contestant’s speech.

3. Judges will support by word and deed the contest rules and judging standards, refraining from
public criticism of the contest and revealing scores and ranking only in accordance with official

policy.

Timer Record Sheet and Instructions for Timers

Presentation Time

There shall be at least two timers, one of whom shall be provided with a stopwatch by the chief judge. They shall keep the official
record of the time of each contestant's presentation.

The timers shall provide warning signal lights, which shall be clearly visible to the speakers, but not obvious to the audience. Any
sightless contestant may request and must be granted a form of warning signal of his or her own choosing, which maybe an audible
device; the contestant must provide any special device required for such signal.

Any contestant is disqualified whose presentation time is less than the minimum time or more than the maximum time indicated
below. No signal shall be given to indicate that a presentation has gone into overtime. In the event of technical failure of the lights, a
contestant is allowed 30 seconds extra overtime before being disqualified.

Timing will begin with the contestant's first definite verbal or non-verbal communication with the audience. This will usually be the
first word uttered by the contestant, but would include any other communication such as sound effects, a staged act by another
person, etc.

Following are the timing rules for each contest. No more than one signal light may be on at any time.

International Speech Contest: Speech length is five to seven minutes; a speaker will be disqualified if he or she speaks under four
minutes, 30 seconds or more than seven minutes, 30 seconds. The green light will be turned on at five minutes. The amber light will
be turned on at six minutes. The red light will be turned on at seven minutes and will remain on until the speech ends.

Humorous Speech Contest: Speech length is five to seven minutes; a contestant will be disqualified for speaking less than four
minutes, 30 seconds or more than seven minutes, 30 seconds. The green light will be turned on at five minutes. The amber light will
be turned on at six minutes. The red light will be turned at seven minutes and remain on until the speech ends.

Evaluation Speech Contest: Evaluation length is two to three minutes; a contestant will be disqualified for speaking less than one
minute, 30 seconds or more than three minutes, 30 seconds. The green light will be turned on at two minutes. The amber light will
be turned on at two minutes, 30 seconds. The red light will be turned on at three minutes and remain on until the evaluation ends.

Table Topics Speech Contest: Speech length is two minutes; a contestant will be disqualified for speaking less than one minute or
more than two minutes, 30 seconds. The green light will be turned on at one minute. The amber light will be turned on at one
minute, 30 seconds. The red light will be turned on at two minutes and remain on until the speech ends.

Record each contestant's presentation time on the form above. Circle any time which disqualifies the contestant. Submit
the completed form to the Chief Judge immediately following the last presentation.
